2023 ANNUAL MEETING

THE STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE

To the inhabitants of the Warner Village Water District in the Town of Warner, in Merrimack 
County, in said State, qualified to vote in District affairs:

You are hereby notified to meet in the Town Hall in said Warner on Tuesday, the twenty-first 
day of March next, at 7:00 o'clock in the evening to act upon the following subjects:

1. To choose one Commissioner for two years.

2. To choose one Commissioner for three years.

3. To choose a moderator for two years.

4. To choose a Clerk and a Treasurer for the ensuing year.

5. To see if the District will vote to raise and appropriate the Budget Committee recommended 
sum of five hundred eight thousand six hundred seven dollars ($508,607.00) for the 
operation, maintenance and improvement of the District’s water and sewer systems. 
(Recommended by the District Commissioners and the Budget Committee).

6.   To see if the District will vote to raise the District’s water and sewer rates 3% from $6.24 to
      $6.43 per thousand gallons metered for water rates and from $13.21 to $13.61 per thousand   
      gallons metered for sewer rates.

7.   To transact any other business that may legally come before the said meeting.
